Other comments:

Pattie Beil: Thank you for your interest in my views and the opportunity to express them.  I have followed your organization’s endeavors in the newspaper and wish you success.  I was born and raised in a small town and live in a small village and can understand the many concerns of unnecessary growth and sprawl and the damage it can do.  I would agree with the view that to profit a few at the expense of many is not ‘The American Way.’”
Laura Schaefer: “I thought you’d like to know that my #1 goal, if elected, is to create a green space ordinance. The talk around the board is that the Gateway Connector isn’t very likely to happen.  Good news for those of us against it.”

Clyde W. Jones:  “I agree we need additional roads in the area.  Do you have any idea how to pay for them.  And, the same goes for the bridge.  How can anything be free to anyone when it is the tax payers who are paying the bill, so nothing is free.  As a county school boar d member I am neither a democrat nor a republican so we can make good physical sound decisions without worry about what party thinks what.  I have served Bethalto Unit 8 School Board in the past for 19 years and this is the 2nd time I have run for the county.  I receive no pay and hope that all in your organization does the same.”

Randy Burch: “Thank you for your interest in my candidacy for O’Fallon Ward 7.  Enclosed are my responses to your questionnaire.  I did not understand the question on ‘Metro Equity’.  It is a term I have never encountered so I could not answer it in any informed way.  I tried to indicate on the first question that fostering Community is important to me.  A community is comprised of many pieces and it is the protection and bonding of these pieces (people, families, neighborhood, schools, parks, open space…) that is most important.  Some elements lie within a city boundary, some do not (some cross boundaries), but that does not lessen their importance or role in building a Community.”

Roger Shoup: “Growth requires changes.  However, forward thinking and planning is needed.”

Unsigned #3:  “I have always been skeptical about spending any money to improve the down trodden areas of the ‘Metro-East’ which usually means East St. L. and the surrounding area.  The reputation for crime, waste, misappropriation and corruption in these areas is so disturbing that I would never be in favor of wasting more federal, state, or local funds to improve the plight that they have brought upon themselves.”
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
