June 2: Mapping Decline: St. Louis and the Fate of the American City – Author Presentation and Panel Discussion at East-West Gateway

You are invited to attend a presentation by author Colin Gordon about his important new book Mapping Decline: St. Louis and the Fate of the American City followed by a provocative discussion of the implications of the book’s findings for the future of the St. Louis region. The event will be held from 11 AM - 12:30 PM at the offices of East-West Gateway, Gateway Tower Bldg., One Memorial Dr., Suite 1600, St. Louis. Mapping Decline traces the complicity of private real estate restrictions, local planning and zoning, and federal housing policies in the "white flight" of people and wealth from the central city. Mapping Decline is the first history of a modern American city to combine extensive local archival research with GIS mapping. Colin Gordon is Professor of History at University of Iowa. A panel discussion will follow Gordon's presentation. Panelists are: Charles Brennan, radio station KMOX; Todd Swanstrom, Saint Louis University; Mike Jones, senior policy advisor, St. Louis County; and Jim Brasfield, Webster University. Public officials, planners, citizens, students, civic leaders…anyone interested in understanding the future of the St. Louis region are welcome to attend.
