Exploding the Myth with Facts
You may have heard the Metro-East is growing rapidly, population booming.  Has really massive growth hit Madison, Monroe and St. Clair counties?  No, it’s a myth.  Here are the facts.

Back in 1970, the Metro-East had about the same number of people (555,333) as in 2009 (565,310).  The population grew less than 2% in almost four decades.  The population is barely increasing.  What about more recently?  In the last nine years, 2000 - 2009, population in the three counties grew 4% (16% slower than the rest of the Metropolitan area, which itself grew less than 5%) 
Few as they are, from where do these people come to the Metro-East?  Only 10% actually move to the Metro-East, and of those well over half come from other countries.   Almost 90% of the increase is because we are having babies faster than we are dying.  
Bottom line
Population goes up or down slightly year to year, but there is no massive movement to the Metro-East.  
But despite little population growth, sprawl threatens us with its appetite for ever more taxes, public services, schools, fuel, traffic accidents, and threat to the environment, while the same number of people occupy more and more land at higher and higher total cost to taxpayers.  Some recent studies show that “growth by sprawl” costs communities more than it generates in revenue.  Forward-looking public officials understand these facts and face them realistically.  Backward-looking public officials refuse to face the facts or to change course. 
Sprawl
Sprawl.  What is it?  “Sprawl” has many definitions. This one is from Wikipedia:

“Urban sprawl, also known as suburban sprawl, is the spreading of a city and its suburbs over rural land at the fringe of an urban area. Residents of sprawling neighborhoods tend to live in single-family homes and commute by automobile to work. Low population density is an indicator of sprawl. Urban planners emphasize the qualitative aspects of sprawl such as the lack of transportation options and pedestrian friendly neighborhoods. Conservationists tend to focus on the actual amount of land that has been urbanized by sprawl. The term urban sprawl generally has negative connotations due to the health and environmental issues that sprawl creates. Residents of sprawling neighborhoods tend to emit more pollution per person and suffer more traffic fatalities. Sprawl is controversial, with supporters claiming that consumers prefer lower density neighborhoods and that sprawl does not necessarily increase traffic. Sprawl is also linked with increased obesity, since walking and bicycling are not viable commuting options. Sprawl negatively impacts land and water quantity and water quality and quantity, and may be linked to a decline in social capital.”
